Most precipitation forms approximately 5,000 feet above sea level, where the air pressure is 850mb. Temperatures
at this level affect the type of precipitation that forms. The 850mb temperature readings on this map are in
degrees Celsius. On the Celsius scale freezing is 0 degrees.

Anisotherm is a line on a map joining areas of equal temperature. Use a black pencil to draw an isotherm
connecting the 0-degree readings.
