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Wind Team Upper Air Wind Speed - Day 3
Jet streams are narrow corridors of very strong winds at altitudes from 30,000 to 50,000 feet.  They blow in a wavy pattern from west to east across 
North America at speeds exceeding 90 knots.

The shape of the jet stream is important in weather forecasting.  Troughs ( U ) of low pressure air that dip south bring cold, cloudy weather.  Ridges (     ) of 
high pressure air that rise north bring warm, clear weather.
